   The Weatherization Program provides free energy 
efficient home improvements to qualified low and 
moderate income Alaskans. Income levels vary for 
different parts of Alaska; however, eligibility was 
recently expanded to increase the number of qualifying 
applicants. 
 
   Following qualification, applicants will be placed on 
the list to receive their renovations. Typically, 
improvements to heat loss areas such as doors, 
windows, and insulation will be made and can make a 
significant difference in the overall efficiency and 
comfort of a home. Thousands of homes have already 
been upgraded and the continued popularity and 
bipartisan support of the effort will ensure thousands 
more are completed. 
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Energy Rebate 
   While the state Weatherization Program is reserved 
for those who meet income guidelines, the Home 
Energy Rebate Program is available to all applicants. In 
contrast to the weatherization program, the costs of 
improvements are paid for by the home owner and a 
percentage of the overall cost is reimbursed by the 
Alaska Housing Finance Corporation.  
 
   Those wishing to participate in the program should 
call 1-877-AK-REBATE to find an energy rater. The 
rater will suggest home improvements and the home 
owner will have 18 months to complete the projects in 
order to qualify for rebates. Following the upgrades, 
another energy rating will be conducted to ensure 
improved efficiency. Properly completed upgrades will 
lead to lower energy bills and can even lead to a 
reduced mortgage rate for qualified applicants. 
 
   Thousands of Alaskans have already benefited from 
efficiency improvements to their homes and have saved 
an average of over $1500 a year on their energy costs. I 
encourage you to act now to improve your homes for 
the future.
